She
graduated from Wadena High School in 1950 and in her senior year started
working as a receptionist, bookkeeper and tax preparer at the Ray Tibbetts
Accounting office in Wadena. Her hours away from work were filled with
golfing, bowling, ceramics and reading her Bible. On July 6, 1941, at the age
of 9, she was baptized in the symbol of her dedication to Jehovah and
throughout her life she shared her faith and her beliefs in various ways. 

 

Following a brief illness at the age of 85, Aleida passed away with family at
her side on Thursday, August 16, 2018, at her home in Wadena, MN, with the
kindhearted presence of Knute Nelson Hospice Care staff.
