The memorial service celebrating the life of Christine "Chris" Pierce of Bertha
will be held at 11:00 a.m. on Monday, July 18, at the Immanuel Lutheran
Church in Wadena with Pastor Nate Loer presiding. 

Chris passed away at the age of 70 years on Sunday, July 3, 2022, at her
home in Bertha with family by her side and under the gentle care of Knute
Nelson Hospice and Homecare. 

Christine “Chris” May Pierce (Ganske) was born to Wallace & Maybelle
(Schewe) Ganske on June 12, 1952 at Thiel Hospital in Bertha MN. She spent
her childhood growing up on a farm east of Bertha. Chris attended country
school in Bartlett Township, MN until 6th Grade. Part of her 8th Grade school
year was in Eagle River, AK. She finished her school years at Staples High
School and graduated in 1970.

After retirement she worked part time at Home Depot in Marble Falls,
TX and at Seven Oaks Express in Bertha. 

Chris enjoyed gardening, landscaping, and working on her art. Recently, she
started wood art projects. She was a very accomplished artist painting murals,
landscapes, still life, and animals. She enjoyed going to auctions with her
brother Gerald, and appreciated the time she spent with her Thursday night
supper club friends.
