Daniel Joseph Almquist passed away on Saturday, January 16, 2021
peacefully at home with his wife and family by his side.

Dan was born on February 12, 1979 in Waconia, MN to Richard and Mary
Almquist (Liemandt). Dan spent his childhood helping on the family farm,
hunting, trapping gophers, woodworking with his dad and pranking his
siblings. He was motivated from a young age and did all his schooling at
home, earning his high school diploma in 1998.



After graduating, Dan moved to Bertha and began his career in construction,
working for local contractors. His hard work and dedication paid off, and he
was able to start his own construction business in 2013, later employing his
brother, Patrick, to work alongside him.

Dan’s handsome face and witty humor captured the attention of JacyRea
(Desotell) one Saturday night, and three years later they were married on July
30, 2011 at St. Joseph’s Catholic Church in Clarissa. They resided in Bertha
where Dan was a dedicated volunteer fire fighter.
