Darold farmed all of his life. He started farming with his father east of Wadena
until 1946, at which time, he, Laura and their two sons moved to a farm near
Bluffton. He milked cows and farmed his cropland until age seventy-five, and
continued to live at the farm until he moved to Perham Living in 2009.
