Long-time local business woman Elaine Kneisl, age 92, died Sunday,
September 24, 2017 at the St. Cloud Hospital, following a fall and hip surgery.
Elaine Hildegard Kneisl was one of eleven children born to Edward and Pearl
(Biegler) Borchardt on October 27, 1924, in Silver Creek Township, Wright
County, MN. She attended school through the eleventh grade. Elaine married
Maurice Kneisl on February 20, 1946 at St. Ann’s Catholic Church in Wadena,
MN. She farmed with Maurice on their dairy farm north of Wadena while
working as a sales person at the S&L department store. Elaine then owned
and operated the Cutee Shop from 1971 until 1979, then retired. She also
owned two downtown office buildings.

Elaine’s passion was bowling, before and after retirement. Her goal was to
bowl until she was 90 which she completed very well. She bowled on several
leagues, traveled to many out-of-town tournaments and was secretary of the
Early Birds Bowling League.

At home, Elaine was a perfectionist at making her own superb venison
sausage each year. She loved to do baking for her wonderful neighbors and



friends with whom she enjoyed many hours of conversation. She also canned
several varieties of pickles and vegetables. Another passion was getting her
hair and makeup done to look her very best everyday of her life. Elaine was a
member of the Ladies Auxiliary of the Veterans of Foreign Wars, Wadena Elks
Club, and St. Ann’s Catholic Church.

Elaine was preceded in death by her husband Maurice on July 13, 1991; her
parents Edward and Pearl; brothers Alfred, Wilbur, Robert, Louie and LeRoy
Borchardt; and sisters Hazel, Marie, Lois and Gladys.

Elaine will lovingly be remembered by her son Larry and his wife Denise
Kneisl of Parkers Prairie; step-grandson Dan Perlinger; sister Luella Dickey;
numerous nieces and nephews; along with a host of friends and fellow
bowlers.

Honorary pallbearers will be Elaine’s nieces and nephews, and all the gals at
the Wadena Bowling Lanes.
