Gail S. Johnson, age 90, was welcomed into heaven on September 7, 2016.
He was born January 10, 1926 on his parent's farm in Wing River Township,
Bluegrass, MN, the son of Herbert I. Johnson and Hilda (Kirkeeng) Johnson.
Gail graduated from Wadena High School in 1943 and on January 12,1947,
was united in marriage to Leona (Arildsen) Johnson at her parent's home in
Sebeka, MN. The marriage was blessed with six children. 

After a trip to California, they built a home and settled on the family farm. He
worked for the Wadena County Highway Department and farmed with his dad.
He was employed at the Wadena Sawmill for several years and took over the
family farm in 1960. In the early 70's, he built a new home on County Rd 7,
started up Johnson Dilley Construction, officially retired at age 76 and resided
in Verndale.
