After the war, Grace was united in marriage with Harley E. Westra on June 18,
1955, at her parents’ home. In Zimmerman she helped Harley with his
Foresters job by doing “tower duty”. They were transferred to Backus where
she worked as a part-time postal clerk. Upon Harley’s death Grace moved to
the Commercial Apartments in Wadena.

Grace enjoyed reading, and was a member of the Rebecca Lodge, Methodist



Women'’s Circle and the Wadena Senior Citizens group.

Grace was preceded in death by her husband Harley on December 16, 1987;
her parents Charles and Grace; brothers Alan and Lawrence Harms; niece
Dixie Lee Fosse; and great-nephew Kevin Fosse.

She is survived by her great-nephews Todd (Pamela) Fosse and family, Troy
