Horst Frederick Witt was born on October 20, 1921 in Berlin, Germany. He
came to this country as a small child September 23, 1923, and settled in
Valley City, ND. He married Mabel Fern Pelzman on October 19, 1948 and
later bought a farm outside of Sebeka, where he raised milk cows and beef
cattle. In addition to farming, Horst was a part-time mail carrier in North
Dakota and did custom field chopping around the neighborhood in Minnesota.
Horst and Mabel had a large number of friends and their farmhouse was a
favorite gathering place for both relatives and friends.

Horst is predeceased by his father, Gustav W. Witt in June 1969, his mother,
Ida A. Witt in September 1985, and his dearly beloved sister, Margaret (Witt)
Whitcomb in January 1948. He leaves behind his wife Mabel at the Elders
Home in New York Mills; two nieces, Janice L. (Whitcomb) Senzig of Hope, NJ



and Elaine (Whitcomb) Gearl of Effort, PA, their spouses; three great-nephews
& two great-great-nieces; and three great-great-nephews. He is also survived
by his extended family sisters-in-law Dorothy Frank and Rose (Cliff) Gronlund;
