Jeanette, age 93, passed away surrounded by family on Sunday, March 7,
2021 at Fair Oaks Lodge in Wadena, under the gentle care of the staff and
Lakewood Hospice of Staples.

Her happiest golf day was when she got a hole in one on the 2nd hole of the
Gold course at the Double Eagle Golf course. She did a great deal of
volunteer work. Her most satisfying work was serving as funeral lunch
coordinator for St. Joseph Catholic Church for over 20 years, and serving as a
hospice volunteer.  She also became known to her grandchildren as the ‘fun
grandma’, a reputation that was well-deserved. 

Bob, the love of her life, moved on to heaven forty years ago. Jeanette is glad
to join him. Also preceding Jeanette in death were her parents Stanley and
Mary; siblings Edna, Beatrice, Giles, and Norb.
