My mother was diagnosed with Essential thrombocythemia in
February of 2013. This is when the bone marrow is making too
many platelets without a known cause. Platelets are needed for
blood clotting, but too many platelets squeeze out other blood cells
that provide oxygen. There is no cure for this.

During the recent months she used a wheel chair for any long
outings. She spent the day before her death in Ely, having a good
time with my sister Victoria.

She then developed pain and was taken to the emergency center at
St, Mary's in Duluth. A cat scan revealed that she had many blood
clots in many parts of her body. She was taken to hospice, she
postponed pain medication until she was able to speak to each of
her 7 children. She died around midnight peacefully in her sleep.
