Larry grew up in
Bertha, Minnesota and graduated from Bertha-Hewitt High School with the
class of 1971.

Larry worked in the agricultural feed business for the majority of his working
career.

He also worked at Holiday Station in Wadena and Loomis
Armored in the cities. After being semi-retired, Larry worked part-time at Leaf

and then drove for People’s Express in Wadena until his health no longer
allowed him to. 

 

Before he became unable to work, Larry enjoyed deer hunting, snowmobiling,
four wheeling, and traveling. He loved to drive and went on several long road
trips. Later, he enjoyed spending time on the computer and collected some
marbles. He and Debbie enjoyed spending as much time together as possible.

Larry was “one of a kind” and was known for his wonderful sense of humor
and witty comments. He had a big, tender heart and we will miss his deep
voice and laugh. 

 

Preceding Larry in death were his parents, his brother Don and numerous
extended family members. 

 

He is survived by his loving wife of 46 years, Debbie; his sister, Carolyn
Kaylor; many other relatives and extended family members along with a host
of friends.
