
LaVern Wood

The funeral service for LaVern E. Wood, of Wadena, will be held at 11:00 a.m.
on Friday, February 19, at the Immanuel Lutheran Church in Wadena with
Pastor Nate Loer officiating. Visitation will be held on Thursday from 6:00 to
8:00 p.m. at the Johnson-Schuller Chapel in Wadena, and at the church on
Friday from 9:30 a.m. until the time of service. With family at his side, LaVern,
age 84 , passed away on February 14, 2016, at the Lakewood Health System
Care Center in Staples, MN. 

LaVern was born to Earl and Violet (Davison) Wood on April 2, 1931, in
Hewitt, MN. He served as a Private 1st Class in the U. S. Army during the
Korean Conflict until his honorable discharge April 23, 1954. He married the
love of his life, Marlys Marie Lage on November 17, 1955, at the Immanuel
Lutheran Church in Bartlett Township. For a short time, they lived in the Twin
Cities, before moving to a farm west of Hewitt where they farmed until
retirement and then relocated to Wadena. The last two years he resided at the
Lakewood Care Center in Staples. 

 

LaVern enjoyed watching birds and wildlife, and was a talented woodworker.
He especially loved to spoil his grandchildren and always looked forward to
being a “Great-Grandpa”. His favorite saying to his grandchildren was, “You’re
at Grandpa’s house, you can have whatever you want.” and to the kids that
meant a trip to the candy dish and a pop out of the refrigerator! 



LaVern was preceded in death by his wife Marlys on August 7, 2014; son Lee
in 1974; parents Earl and Violet; and brother Vernon Wood.
