LeRoy passed away at the age of 82, on the morning of Sunday, December
11, 2022 at The Meadows in Wadena, MN under the gentle care of the staff at
The Meadows and Knute Nelson Homecare and Hospice. 

LeRoy was born, one of ten children, to Jerome and Emma (Homerding)
Keppers on April 11, 1940, at their home in Bluffton Township, Otter Tail
County, MN. After completing high school, LeRoy entered the US Army on
May 24, 1958, in Fargo, ND, and served until his honorable discharge May 10,
1960, at Ft Sam Houston, TX. 

Two days after Christmas in 1986, LeRoy was united in marriage with
Kathleen Deloris Austin of Wadena at St. John the Baptist Catholic Church in
Bluffton. 

 

A lifelong resident of Bluffton, LeRoy found his livelihood in farming. In hours
away from work he enjoyed religion, time with his nieces and nephews,
traveling, and being a foster grandparent at the elementary school. He was a



member of St. John the Baptist Catholic Church, Knights of Columbus, and
Catholic Order of Foresters, and enjoyed activities hosted by Prairie Pine
Mutual. 

 

Preceding LeRoy in death were his wife, Kathleen (2003); son, Jerome
(2000); parents, Jerome and Emma; and brothers: Richard, Urban, Victor and
