Louis passed away on June 13,
2012 at Fair Oaks Lodge in Wadena, MN, at the age of 97 years. Louis was
born on January 2, 1915 to Nicholas and Katherine (Tix) Goche in Wing River
Township, in Wadena County, MN.

Louis was preceded in death by his wife Hattie on
April 30, 2003; daughter Joyce, and two infant daughters Janette and Sylvia;
four brothers; and three sisters. He is survived by his son Jerome of Verndale;

Pallbearers were Jerome Bounds, Ray
Murdock, Louis Murdock, Jim Finck, Keith Milbradt, and Mike Worden. Burial
was in Greenlawn Cemetery in Verndale.
