Marian passed away at the age of 92, on March 23, 2019, at Fair Oaks Lodge
in Wadena, under the tender care of Knute Nelson Hospice. 

Marian was born to Martin and Lillian (Kovar) Schloeder on July 12, 1926, in
Wadena, MN. She graduated from Wadena High School in 1944. On May 17,
1945, she was united in marriage with Sylvester “Bud” Schmith at St. Ann’s
Catholic Church in Wadena.
